I had the chance to help enhance the student’s English
experience — What a challenge! What a pleasure!

This was achieved through formal teaching, working with

Miss Joey in the Multiple Intelligence lessons as well as with the

English Ambassadors. It was also achieved through English recess

activities and running an English Café. On top of that I had the time
to enroll our students for two English based competitions.

Drama comes naturally to young children. By observing children playing by themselves, one can
see that they like to pretend to be someone else. It is through imitation and play that they learn their first
language before they are four —
this is the basis for introducing
Drama as a tool in acquiring the
Second Language.

I taught Primary 4, 5 and 6
students English Drama once a
week. Initially we played games
using high frequency word. This
was done because of the  malessonsinP5
principle that children learn

more effectively when they are active than when they are passive. Furthermore, it gave me a
chance to assess the student’s ability — and to decide based on that assessment how to take the
lessons forward.

During recess, we did different activities with the students: Some of them were based on
the Wednesday English Assemblies, some on them based on high frequency words or their
English lessons, some of them simply for the sheer fun of it and this gave the students the
opportunity to accumulate points. After three points the student received a token that could be
redeemed for some snacks on Wednesday — our official English Café days. It was gratifying to
see some of the most reluctant English speakers overcome their fear and struggle through a
sentence to make up points. There were times that I felt like a pop star — the students were keen
to participate and jumped with joy when they saw me!
